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Project description for Sozial Marie application, 2008

Art education of gypsy children in South-Transdanube, Hungary

The Gypsy Social and Cultural Methodological Base (in the following GSCMB) represents and
supports all the gypsy groups (Hungarian, Carpathians, Beas, Szinto, Wlax) in the South-
Transdanoube region since the initiation in 1996. The principles of the organization are the
cooperation, collective act, respect of one another, maintain of the native language and culture,
expression of political will.

The GSCMB organizing forums, appearances, exchanges of experience, trainings, post gradual
courses, professional counsel for the gypsy inhabitants, protecting of their interest, and provides
subsidy to aid their work and development.

The GSCMB administrates the FUND, elementary art school with 464 students and 15 teachers.
The school is educating art in the form of auxiliary training for kids in marginal social position.
The goal is to open the creative talent of the students, thus they will learn and use their own
tradition. With the aid of the new skills they will score better in the grammar education and later
in higher education. We believe this is an important part of the gypsy integration in Hungary.

Become encouraged by the succes of the FUND, during the following year of 2009 the GSCMB
opens institutions in the surrounding region: South-Transdanube, Baranya-Somogy county.
During the project regular art education will be starting in 20 new locations in the South-
Transdanube region. In the new sites existing institutes will be visited and subject of the auxiliary
education will be formed in cooperation with the locals. If there are no educational institutes on a
specific location the GSCMB will be partner with the local government or the local cultural
center.

Our principle corresponds with the Roman Decade program based on competence, independent
and non-segregated gypsy education in communities where all the possible ways of advancement
(industrial, agricultural or commercial) is blocked and the third sector is not developed enough.
The training of the gypsy society is a priority task. Our focus is not re-train, but cultivate the
abilities, thus the minority will found their own place in the society.

The closing up and keeping the plurality of the peripheries have major importance in the Pécs
2010 Cultural Capital of Europe and in the POlus Program. Since this process requires
economical and also cultural and social foresight, we believe our program will be a paradigm
further on.
